In Turkey, number of the counsellor is not enough. In every school there is a counsellor but the ratio for per student is 0,11. For example in our school it is 0,28.
The counseling courses are taught by the classroom teachers and they don’t have enough backgruond to help the students in the choice process.*
The most common mistake is to direct the students according to their grade. Many of the teachers direct the students ignoring their interest, abitity and competences.Unfortunately they don’t think whether they will be good at that job or not.*
Some of the students are affected by their friends. They don’t think the advantageous and disadvantageous of the choice, he choose it because he wants  to be together with them.*
Moreover, these mistakes cause many problems not only for students but also for the family. Because the student may quit his education. Or he may have a wrong career and be the wrong person. This cause the insufficiency in the life. Or because of their unhappiness  they get into depression.*
Consequently the choice is very important that is why we are doing this project.
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
